Operators Training III – Net Control Duties in an Emergency
SCRIPT FOR DRILL

Players
Net Control
Narrator
Station #1:  Yolo ARES EC and Alternate Net Control.
Station #2: An ARES Member that is operating from work and has call up list available. Available for next 2 hours.

Station #3: An Ares Member that is operating from home, have 2 meters mobile capability and is available for next 8 hours.
Station #4:  An ARES Member that has dual frequency capability on 2 meters and is available for next 12 hours.
Station #5: An ARES Member that has 2 meter mobile capability and is   available for the next 16 hours.
Station #6 An ARES Member with Emergency Traffic.
Exercise begins
Narrator: This exercise is intending to demonstrate how a Net Control:

- initiates an emergency net.


- takes check-ins


- makes assignments


- handles Emergency Traffic

Narrator:  This exercise begins with a 15 minute alert.

Net Control Station: Attention: The Yolo ARES emergency Net, conducted in 15 minutes on the KE6YUV repeater.  Your Net Control is WA6TQJ.  The Yolo ARES requests the use of this frequency for the purpose of conducting an Emergency Net.  Out.
Narrator: This is followed by a 5 Minute Alert 
Net Control Station:  Attention: The Yolo ARES Emergency Net will be initiated in 5 minutes on the KE6YUV repeater. Stations with traffic of interest to the Net may present it when called. Your Net Control today is (Gary, WA6TQJ).   Please stand-by, the net will start at 1330 hours.  This is (WA6TQJ) standing by for Net, Out
Narrator: The Net now begins.
Net Control Station:  This is the Yolo ARES Emergency Net, Is there any priority or emergency traffic?  Over.

Net Control Station: No Station Heard.  This is a directed net.  All stations please refrain from transmitting unless called.  Stations with emergency traffic may break at any time. At this time we are going to need operators to man a Red Cross shelter for an estimated 36 hours. Additionally, we have been asked to send a mobile operator to the weir location to monitor water levels.  Is there a Yolo EC or Alternate Control station on frequency?  Over. 
Station #1: Net Control this (give call sign, Yolo ARES EC), operating from home, available for next 16 hours.  Over.

Net Control: Copy (Station’s Call Sign) operating from home and available next 16 hours.  Can you assume Alternate Control if requested?  Over.
Station#1: I can assume Alternate Net Control if requested.  Over.

Net Control: Copy.  Out.

Net Control: Any other Alternate Net Controls?  Over.

Net Control: No Stations heard.  Out.

Narrator:  Net Control enters all check-ins into log, and proceeds with Roll call using YOLO ARES Yellow Member List Card.

Net Control: Member Roll Call Follows, Please give your, location, availability, and relevant capability (mobile, packet, etc.).  
Station #2.  Over.
Station #2:  Net Control this is (give call sign), operating from work and I



have call up list available. I will be here for next 2 hours.

Net Control: copy (station’s call sign) with call up list, available for next 2 hours,  Out.

Net Control: Station #3.  Over.
Station #3: Net Control this is (give call sign), operating from base station at home, have 2 meter mobile capability, available for next 8 hours. Over.
Net Control: copy (station’s call sign) operating base station with 2 meter mobile capability, available for next 8 hours. Out.
Net Control: Station #4, Over.
Station #4 Net Control this is (give Call Sign) and I have dual frequency capability on 2 meters and I am available for next 12 hours.  Over
Net Control: Copy (Station’s Call Sign) with dual frequency capability on 2 meters and available for next 12 hours.  Out

Net Control: Station: #5.  Over.
Station #5: Net Control this (give Call Sign) and I have 2 meter mobile capability and I am available for the next 16 hours.  Over.
Net Control: copy (station’s Call Sign) with 2 meter mobile capability and available for 16 hours.  Out.

Net Control: Are there any late or missed member check-ins to the Net?

Net Control: No Stations heard.  Out.

Net Control: Visiting Stations are urged to check into the Emergency Net. Please respond now with your name, call-sign and location.  Over.
Net Control: No Stations heard. This is WA6TQJ Net Control for the Yolo ARES Emergency Net.  Out
Net Control: Station #4, this is Net control, please monitor both secondary and primary repeater frequencies. Report back any activity on secondary frequency that is related to this net.  Over. 
Station #4 Copy.  Out.
Narrator: Net control logs the first assignment into RESOURCE STATION ASSIGNMENT LOG SHEET

Net Control: Station #2 this is Net control, make land-line or cell phone contact with the Net Members number 6 and 7 that have not checked-in and report results back to Net Control. -Over
Station #2: Net Control Copy. Out
Narrator: The Net control logs the second assignment into RESOURCE STATION ASSIGNMENT LOG SHEET
Net Control: Station #3, this is Net Control, prepare to go to Shelter at Yolo County Fair Grounds and call Net Control when you depart from your residence. Over.
Station #3: Copy and will check-in upon departure from my home. Out. 

Narrator: The Net Control logs the third assignment into RESOURCE STATION ASSIGNMENT LOG SHEET

Net Control: Station #5- This is Net Control, as requested by incident commander, set up a mobile rig for operation at remote location and go to the Elkhorn Weir located on the Country Road 117, West of the Teal Bend Golf Club. There is a column next to weir with measurements inscribed upon it.  Report water level on this column to Net Control when you arrive. Please check in with Net Control as soon as you are mobile.  Over
Station #5: Copy, and will check-in when I depart from my home.  Out.
Narrator: The Net Control logs the fourth assignment into RESOURCE STATION ASSIGNMENT LOG SHEET
Station #6: Net Control, this is (give Call Sign), I have Emergency Traffic.  Over.

Net Control: All stations stand by.  This is Yolo ARES Emergency Net, WA6TQJ Net Control.  Station calling what is your Name and Call Sign and to who/whom the traffic is being sent to.  Over.
Station #6: This is (originating station) handle is (name of operator) and Traffic is for Red Cross Director at your location.  Over. 

Narrator: Net Control Takes Traffic using Form 213, a response is required.  Net Control obtains contact information from station originating emergency traffic.
Station #6: End of Traffic. How copy? (Station’s Call Sign).  Over.
Net Control:  Net control copies your Emergency Traffic.  I will deliver message to Red Cross Director and respond as soon as I have response.  Out.

Net Control: Alternate Net Control this is Net Control, please take control of the Net.  Over. 
Station #1, this is (Station’s Call Sign).  Copy.

Station #1: This is (your Call Sign) Alternate Control for the Yolo ARES Emergency Net.  Is there any traffic for the Net?  Over. 
Station #1: No stations heard.  Out.
Narrator: Net control leaves the station and delivers emergency traffic.  Red Cross Director provides response to Emergency message.  Net control returns to station.  
Net Control: Alternate Net Control this is WA6TQJ, assuming Net Control.  Over.
Station #1: This is (Station’s Call Sign), copy, no traffic handled, Control of the Net is returned to your station.  Out.

Net Control: Calling (call sign of station originating emergency traffic).  This is WA6TQJ, Net Control Yolo ARES Emergency Net and I have traffic, ready to copy?  Over. 

Station #6: Net Control this is (call sign of station originating emergency traffic) ready to copy.  Over.

Narrator: Net Control Logs all Emergency messages handled. End of Exercise.
